The UFLPA, enacted in December 2021, marks a significant shift in U.S. policy, historic trade
relations, and workforce norms, and is aimed at combating forced labor in global supply chains.
This legislation has profound implications for the textile industry, particularly for mills and
manufacturers utilizing cotton.

What is the UFLPA?
The UFLPA establishes a rebuttable presumption that any goods mined, produced, or
manufactured in whole or in part in the Xinjiang Uyghur Autonomous Region (XUAR) of China
are made with forced labor and are therefore prohibited from importation into the U.S. This
presumption applies to all goods, regardless of their industry or supply chain stage.

Why is Cotton Impacted?
The XUAR is a major global supplier of cotton and accounts for a significant portion of the
world's production. The UFLPA's broad scope means that any textile product containing
cotton sourced from the XUAR is subject to detention and potential seizure at U.S. ports,
unless the importer can provide clear and convincing evidence that the goods were not
produced with forced labor.

For textile mills and manufacturers, compliance with the UFLPA is not merely an option—it is
imperative. Failure to comply can result in:

Shipment Detentions and Seizures: Disrupting operations and impacting delivery timelines.

The program’s Protocol Consumption Management Solution (PCMS) tracks and verifies the
movement of U.S. Cotton and Protocol Cotton from farms to the final product. When cotton is
tracked using the PCMS, brands and retailers receive a transparency map that shows the entire
process, including origin and supply chain members.

In addition to documenting the production and manufacturing of cotton, thoroughly vetting
your suppliers is crucial to ensuring the integrity of your supply chain. This involves:
